In December 1942, the Nazis destroyed the ancient
Jewish cemetery of Thessaloniki, which occupied
an area of about 300,000 square metres, in the area
of the present-day University Campus. The burial
monuments were looted and scattered throughout
the city.

After the liberation, the community used its new
cemetery in the Stavropoli area. Some marbles
from the old cemetery that survived were moved
there and a memorial to the victims of the
Holocaust has been erected there.

One of the central aspects of the post-war revival is
the celebration of Jewish festivals and important
cultural events. These celebrations, ranging from
religious holidays like Passover, Hanukkah, and
Rosh Hashanah to cultural festivities, became
pivotal in rekindling a sense of communal identity
and solidarity among the members.

Do you know what these celebrations represent,
and when do they take place?



The Jewish Community Center in Thessaloniki
serves as a hub for various cultural, educational,
and social activities within the Jewish community.
It typically provides a centralized location for
communal gatherings, events, educational
programs, and religious services.
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Jewish holidays consistently fall on the same
dates each year according to the Hebrew calendar,
not the Gregorian one commonly used. The
Hebrew calendar, based on lunar cycles and
adjusted to incorporate aspects of the solar
calendar, results in a different alignment of dates
compared to the purely solar Gregorian calendar.
Printed Jewish calendars frequently display both
the "regular" Gregorian dates and the
corresponding Hebrew dates.

? Could you tell me more about Jewish holidays?
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Ashkenazi Jewish cuisine, rooted in Europe and
embraced by their descendants in the West,
features dishes following kosher guidelines with
local ingredients like beets and potatoes. Unique
ingredients such as brisket and chicken liver were
less common among non-Jewish neighbors due to
historical separation. It emerged from affordability,
using meats prepared ritually and featuring
braised dishes with root vegetables like potatoes
and carrots. Traditional fats like schmaltz and
butter were historically used, but mass-produced
vegetable oils led to butter substitutes in many
baked goods to maintain their pareve status.
